MASAH ON A SPLINT

. What is a splint?
. A splint is a set of sticks tiedo a limb]to heal a bone

fracture.However, here [the rules applicableapsplint

include sticks, bandages or plasters, dressings of cotton
wool and whatever may be used [to heal the bone or a
woundetc.].

Q. What is the ruling pertaining to masah on thesplint,
plaster or dressing?

A. If opening or removing of the splint glaster will cause
harm or much pain then it will be permissible to make
masahon thesplint or plaster or dressing.

Q. Over how much of the plaster should masah bmade?

A. One should makenasahover the entire plaster regardless
of the wound covering thentire aredof the plaster]or
not.

Q. If there is no harm or pain in opening the plaster hen
what is the ruling?

A. If washing the wound with water causes no harm then it is
necessary to wash [the limb]. If washing with water causes
harm, howevermasah causes no harm then it vgaajib
[obligatory] to makemasah[over the affected pdrt And
whenmasahis also harmful, then it will be permissible to
makemasahover the plaster or dressing.

valid in the case of such impurity inadvertently remaining
on him/her or his/her clothes?]

If the major impurityis a sold, like faeces, then up to43y

is overlooked. If on the other hand, it is a liquid, like
liquor, thenup to the circumference @fcoin [equivalent

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to the hollow of the palm of the handr a R5 coin]is
overlooked.

Beingfoverlooked means tht if Namaaz wasead with
that much of impurity on the body or clothes then the
Namaaz will be done. However, theNamaaz will be
makrooh To leare that much of impurity inteianally [on
the body or clothes§ not permissible.

. How much ofa minor impurity is overlooked?

If it is less than a quarter ¢hny panel offthe clotlesor a
limb then it is overlooked.

. How are clothes or the body purified from a minor

impurity ?

A. Washingthrice the clotles or body soiled byphysical

impurity, irrespective of the impurity beingnajor or
minor, purifies the clotlks or body. It is furthermore
necesary to squeeze the garmatfitthree times.

. Is it possible to useanything else besides water to

purify or not?

A. Yes, purification fromphysicalimpurity can be attained

from the use of certain liquids, such as vinegar and the
water [juice] of watamelons.

ISTINJA

Q. What is istinja?

A.

Purifying the body from any impurity that has soiled the
bodyafter passing urine or stoisl known agstinja.
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Q. What is the method of makingistinja after passing
urine?

A. After passing urine one shouldydthe urine drops with
clean clay stones/lumps of soil. Thereafter, the affected
area should be washed with water.

Q. What is the method of makingistinja after passing
stool?

A. After passing stool clean the affected area with 3 or 5 clay
stones/lumps fosoil. Then wash with water. [In built up
toilets and our homes of today the useclay stones
poses a problemloilet papey therefore,substitutes the
use of the clay stonje

Q.What is the [ Shainstn@ rul ing
A. If the stool or urinedid not soil the area around the
openingwhere it energes from then to makistinja is
mustahab
If the surrounding area has been soiled, howeter
area soiled isqualor less than alirham [or a 5Rand
Coin] then it issunnatto makeistinja. And if more than a
dirham is soiled then it ilardhto makeistinja.

. What should be used to makeéstinja?
Clean clay stones/lumps of soil or ordinary stones. [The
use of water is obvious. It is permissible to use toilet
paper, not any other type pépet]

. What makes a well impure?

. A well becomes impure whesamajor or minor impurity
(najaasae-ghaleezah oikhafeefah falls into it, or a
animal which has flowing bloofdlls and dies in it.

Q. If an animal falls into a well and emerges alive, will
the well remain pure or will it become impure?

A. The well will become impure if suclanimal fell intoit
whose leftover is impure or such an animal on whose
body there is some impurity. If &alaal or even a
haraamanimal whose leftover is impure and there is no
impurity on its bodyfalls into a well and comes out alive,
then as long ashere is no certainty of it urinating or
defecating in the water the well will not be impure.

Q. When a well becomes impure then what is the method
of purifying it?
A. There are five ways of purifying wells:
1. When impurity falls imo a well hen ly drawing all the
waterit will become pure.
2. When a human, pig, dog, goat, two or more cats, or any
other animal equal in sizZgo the foregoing animalspr
larger falls and dies in the well then all the water will
have to be removed.
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3. When aiy animal with flowing blood falls into a well

and becomes bloated or bursts then all the water will
have to be removed, whether the creature is small or
large.

4. When a pigeonfowl, cat or animal of equal size falls
and dies in a well without becongnbloated, then 40
buckets will have to be drawn.

5. If a rat/mouse, sparrow or any animal of equal size falls
and dies then 20 buckets will have to be drawn.

It is mustahalio remove 3Muckets instead of 20 and 60
instead of 40 buckets.

Q. What is the ruling if a dead animal falls into a well?

A.

The ruling of a dead animal falling is the same as an
animal falling and dying in the well. For example, all the
water will have to be drawn if a dead goat falls in, 40 or
60 buckets will have to bdrawn if a deactat falls in,
and 20 or 30 buckets wiHave to be drawn if a dead rat
falls in.

. If a bloated animal or one that has burst falls in then
what is the ruling?

A. All the water will have to be removed, just as when

having fallen in and ying it becomes bloated or busst

. If a dead animal is removed from a well and it is not
known when it fell in, then what is the ruling?

A. The well will be taken to be impure from the timdtite

dead animaljvas seen [in the well].

Q. What size ofbucket is intended?
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A. The bucket which hangs by the particular well is
considered.

Q. Shouldthe prescribed number of buckets be drawnall
at once @ is it permissible to draw themon different
occasions?

A. It is pemissible to draw theron different @casionsFor
instance 60 buckets have to be drawn. Na® couldbe
drawn in the morning, 20 at midday and 20 in the
afternoon. This is péctly permissible.

Q. Is the bucket and rope used to draw water from the
impure well, pure or impure?

A. When thestipulated amount of water is removed then the
well, bucket and rope all become pure. [There is@ed
to wash them separatdly
